INTERNATIONAL ARCHIVES OF THE PERSON-CENTERED APPROACH

GENERAL INFORMATION

PRESENTATION

The enormous needs of human development at the international level make indispensable an organized effort for the elaboration of frames of theoretical understanding that contribute to the elaboration of generalizable models, to their application to specific fields of work in human development and to concrete proposals for the solution of social problems.

The Person-Centered Approach (PCA), originated in the ideas of the American psychologist Carl Ransom Rogers, is a transdisciplinary theory of intra-, inter- and trans-personal human relations, with a wide range of  applications to human development in its fields: personal, educational, organizational, social and transcendental.

The PCA, from its beginnings in 1940 in the United States of America, has exerted an ample influence in diverse fields of human experience, knowledge and work, as much in the personal as in the professional level, in numerous countries of North America, Europe, Latin America, Asia and Africa.

The serious efforts of research, teaching and professional work made until today within the framework of PCA have lacked, until recently, of the possibility of a suitable access to the references of the works and, still more, to the documents available, since, for diverse reasons, a sufficient systematization of the gathering, organization and diffusion of these did not exist.

This problem was more acute with regard to the works elaborated outside the United States of America, since the information on such was still more deficient and, in many cases, nonexistent.

This raised the necessity of a flowed system of access and consultation of the existing sources of information and documentation, through which the academics and  professionals who work in the field could make contact with the researchers and consult the documents in which the results of their efforts have been gathered, to use them as bases of their own research and professional projects.

The present project continues an effort initiated informally in 1967, formalized as of January of 1993 within the plan of work of the Department of Education and Human Development and registered in the Direction of Graduate Studies and Research of the Universidad Iberoamericana as of 1994 as a research project.

As of January 2002, the Department of Psychology and the Francisco Xavier Clavigero Library are responsible for the accomplishment of this joint project, the International Archives of the Person-Centered Approach, that allows the access through internet (http: aiecp.bib.uia.mx/aiecp) to the references of works in Dutch, English, French, German, Italian, Portuguese and Spanish, and as well as the consultation, in the holdings of the Special Collections Room of the Francisco Xavier Clavigero Library, of numerous documents, mainly in English, Portuguese and Spanish.

The difficulty in the localization of many of the sources in several languages due, among other reasons, to the lack of coordinated systems of bibliographical information, compels us to recognize, from the beginning, the incomplete character of our enterprise, to apologize to the authors whose works are not yet included and to request the kind cooperation of lour readers to complement and enrich it..

We add some data, not included in the original works and herein indicated by special lettertypes and typographic signs, considering that they contribute to a better understanging of some aspect of the reference and, in particular, to the recognition of their autorship.

Concerning books, and considering the usefulness of knowing the diversity of the subjects treated in the different chapters, we have included, whenever we have had direct access to the work, not only a global reference of the book but also a specific reference for each of the chapters.

Person-centered works (papers, workshops) presented in events, and academic works, such as unpublished licence theses, specialization monographs, masters theses, and doctoral dissertations, are also included; we believe that the richness and diversity of these sources represent the practice and reflections of professionals and academics identified with the person-centered approach.

Finally, references of comercially and even privately produced audiovisual material of which we have information are also included.

We will be thankful for all observations about mistakes and omissions, valuable and indispensible contributions by all our colleages, that will allow us to carry on the adjustments in the subsequent actualizations of this bibliography, possible only as the fruit of a joint effort of the world person-centered community.

Likewise, donations of specimens of person-centered works, of whatever format, are welcomed; they will allow us to enlarge our document fonds.
